Summary

Melnyk V. M. The Election of the Roman Emperor
on June 27, 363 AD: opposition of parties and the context
of imperial legal personality. — Article.

The prerequisites and legal background of the
elections of the Roman emperor, held on June 27,
363 AD, are characterized. A notable feature of these
elections was the military defeat of the Roman army
and the encirclement of the Roman camp by the Persian
army. The death of Emperor Julian the Apostate
(361-363 AD) and the Iranian blockade forced the
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commanders to make a quick choice of Commander-
in-Chief. The would-be ruler had to bear the burden
of negotiating with the Persian victors, signing a
Peace Agreement, and successfully bringing the
bulk of the Romans home. The main feature of these
extremely fast elections was the conflict between the
two main political parties, united along territorial
interests. Representatives of Pannonia and officers
from Gaul competed with each other. The Pannonian
party nominated the Christian officer Jovianus as its
candidate. However, at first, the army representatives
were more inclined to choose the Praetorian Prefect of
the Roman Empire — Saturninius Secundus Salutius.
Only his reluctance to lead an Army and an Empire
paved the way for Jovian’s rule. Jovian ended up
being one of the short-lived emperors (363-364 AD).
The greatest event of his reign was the Perso-Roman
Peace Treaty of 363 AD, which concluded shortly after
the elections. This treaty led to Rome’s geopolitical
disaster in the Middle East, the loss of Mesopotamian

provinces, and diminished influence within Greater
Armenia. From a legal historical perspective, the
elections of 363 AD witnessed a high level of integration
of barbarian generals (“foederati”) into the political
decision-making system. Officer Dagalaifus, the
representative of the Gallic party, became one of those
whose vote was considered decisive. It is also important
that the decision of the meeting of commanders could
not be considered valid without official approval by the
meeting of all soldiers. An element of democracy should
also be seen in the approval of the election results by the
Senate of Constantinople. The course of discussions and
voting allows us to conclude that “autocracy” was alien
to Roman political ideas even during the period of the
“Dominatus” public legal regime. This argument forces
us to reconsider the established legal clichiis about the
“despotism” or “eastern tyranny” of the Roman and
Byzantine emperors after the reforms of Diocletian.
